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1. 8B 174 (Dunn) Employment Lawsuits:
Would create a new cause of action for
employees who earn less than twice the state
minimum wage to sue their employers for
alleged violations of state labor laws regard-
ing avertime pay. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed in the Senate (23 -
14). Passed in the Assembly (42 - 35).
Vetoed by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

2.SB 300 (Kuehl) Family Leave: Would
expand the circumstances under which an
employee may take protected leave and
require that the employer notify the
employee of the right to take leave even after
the leave has begun. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed in the Senate
(21 —15). Failed in the Assembly Appropri-
ations Committee.

3.5B 576 (Ortiz) Health-Care Benefit
Mandate: Would require all health-care
plans to include coverage for tobacco cessa-
tion services and related over-the-counter
medications. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed in the Senate (23 -
15}. Passed in the Assembly (42 - 35).
Vetoed by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

4.SB 815 (Perata) Workers’ Compen-
sation: Would double permanent disability
benefits for injured workers by increasing
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the length of time an injured worker may
receive benefits. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed in the Senate (23 —
14). Passed the Assembly (44 —33). Pending
action by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

5.8B 832 (Perata) Punitive Damages:
Would create a profit-sharing structure
where the state receives 75 percent of puni-
tive damage awards and could increase the
frequency and size of those awards. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position. Passed in
the Senate (24 — 14). Passed in the Assembly
(45— 33).

6. SB 840 (Kuehl) Government-Run
Health Care: Would create a $100 billion-
plus health-care system run by a new state
bureaucracy and prohibit the sale of most
private health insurance in California. A
“No” vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed in the Senate (24 — 13). Passed in the
Assembly (45 — 33). Vetoed by Gov.
Schwarzenegger.

7.SB 1414 (Migden) Mandated Employer
Health Care: Would mandate that employ-
ers with more than 10,000 employees pay
8 percent of their total payroll for employee
health-care benefits. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed in the Senate
(23 —17). Passed in the Assemnbly (41 - 37).

Vetoed by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

8.SB 1436 (Figueroa) Small-Business
Regulation: Would require that any state
agency that regulates small businesses have a
small-business liaison on staff to assist
smali-business owners with compliance
questions. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed in the Senate {34-1). Passed
in the Assembly (78-0). Signed by Gov.
Schwarzenegger.

9.SB 1489 (Ducheny) Tort Reform: Would
create a financial incentive for the taxpayer-
funded attorney general to pursue litigation
by allowing them to collect attorneys’ fees
and investigative costs, even when using
private trial lawyers. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed in the Senate (22
—14). Passed in the Assembly (45 ~32).
Pending action by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

10. AB 6 {Chan) Personal Income Taxes:
Would increase personal income taxes by
adding new maximum rates of 10 and 11
percent. A “Na” vote supports the NFIB
position. This bill failed passage in the
Assembly (46 — 32: needed 54 to pass).

11, AB 48 (Lieber) Minimum Wage: Would
increase the state minimum wage by $1 to
$7.75 over two years and automatically
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increases it annually thereafter based on
inflation (indexing). A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed in the Assembly
{49 - 30). Passed in the Senatc (26 — 14).
Vetoed by Gov. Schwarzenegger.

12. AB 2281 (Chan) Health Care: Would
restrict the availability of affordable high-
deductible health plans in California by
establishing deductible and out-of-packet
limits. A “No” vote supports the NFIB posi-
tion. Failed in the Assembly (37 - 36).

13.AB 2330 {(Arambula) Small-Business
Regulation: Would require the Small

Business Advocate to conduct a fiscal study
of all state regulations to determine the
compliance cost to small employers and
provide that study to the Legislature and
public. A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB posi-
tion. Passed in the Assembly (80 - G). Passed
in the Senate (28 — 7). Signed by Gov.
Schwarzenegger.

14. AB 2555 {Oropeza) Employer Liability:
Would increase penalties for employers who
violate gender pay equity laws and require
employers with more than 50 employees to
provide an extensive written statement out-
lining the factors affecting each employee’s

wages. A “No” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed in the Assembly (47 - 31).
Passed in the Senate (21 ~ 13). Pending
action by the governor.
